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The Benwell CDP, one of 12 experimental schemes,
was set up by the Home Office in conjunction with
Newcastle Council and Durham University to examine
the nature and causes of urban poverty. This report
is one of a final series of 11 which describe the
experience and work of the team over the last six
years.
